f you have ever participated in an AYF
program, you know what a life changing
experience it can be. If you have listened to 
a friend or family member who has been a

part of AYF, recount over and over the stories of
their time at Miniwanca or Merrowvista, you
know that it is an experience that our alumni carry
with them for a lifetime. We
have been impacting lives,
helping young people
discover their best selves, for
over 80 years.  Now, as our
country focuses on regaining
its footing after several years
of economic struggle, AYF
is putting our programs to
work, supporting the rebirth
of our local communities.  

Michigan, with its
unemployment rate currently around 14.9%, has
been particularly hard hit. At some schools in the
communities surrounding Miniwanca, over 80% 
of the students qualify for the free lunch program.
Many of them live in what would be classified as
food insecure homes, which means they may
receive their only substantial meal of the day
through the school. As parents struggle to find
employment, many make the difficult decision 
to move away from their families or to move the
entire family away from their community,

sometimes multiple times within a school year.
Unfortunately, there is no quick fix, no overnight
solution that will change the day to day outlook
for these kids.  Experts predict that it will be 
seven to ten years before Michigan’s economy
begins to stabilize.

So often, when life presents 
us with a problem that feels
overwhelming, it is hard to know

where to start.  It is
easy to allow
yourself to feel
intimidated by the
magnitude of the
issue.  These are the moments that
our AYF experiences can truly shine
through, where AYF as a whole can
truly make a difference.  As an
organization, we are blessed to be in a
position to utilize our abundance of
resources—of place, of people, of
mission, of dedicated donors—to
invest in the future of Michigan by
making an intentional investment in
its young people.

In the last several years, the 
staff at Miniwanca has been busy

developing relationships with local school 
districts and other community based
organizations. We have met with foundations,
businesses, civic organizations, and government
officials. We listened to their concerns and their
dreams and together have been developing
programming that is focused on helping every
child, regardless of their family’s resources, access
the best that AYF has to offer.  This means that
we are now providing year-round programming to
the Shelby schools, programming that serves 
K-12th grades but also often includes special
events for the whole family.  It means we are
bringing local kids, who are struggling
academically, to camp for a week in August;

utilizing all of our time-tested
programming to help them find
their best selves.  It means that
we host two middle school
leadership camps during the
school year, facilitate initiatives
at school parent’s nights, and
provide a comprehensive

program for high school students focused on
developing Michigan’s next
generation of young leaders. 

As we look to the future, we
are excited to build on the
successful foundation we have
created in Shelby and expand
this type of programming into
other local communities.  By
making this level of investment
in Michigan’s youth, AYF will
become part of the solution for
generations to come.

Green For Go…Go For Green

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Those of us affiliated with the American Youth Foundation are constantly working to build
experiences and communities that will grow young people into healthy, happy, contributing
adults. We aim high. We seek to educate and inspire individuals who will contribute

throughout their lifetime by using their gifts to bring solutions to problems big and small, near and far.
We coach our participants again and again, and dare I say again, to be solution focused—to not name
incessantly the cause of problems, but to seek constantly their solutions. And, well, uh… I need to take
my own advice. What are my contributions—not just as an AYF programmer and administrator, but as
a citizen of this country and of this world?

I have joined many, perhaps even you, in treating the most wrestled issues of our day as having two
sides, two perspectives, which are opposed. People are always asking each other in direct and indirect
ways. “Which side of this or that issue do you stand on?” In my head I know that the side I always
claim is of course the correct one. And those people over there on the other side, well, they are wrong—
sometimes nice but wrong.  I confess, I respond to internet polls. I check the wee box and then scroll
down confident I will find my side is winning (and often I am not). We are wrestling alright, wrestling
each other and not the problem—this is the problem.

What am I, what are we, contributing? Too many of us are spending numerous days and dollars
building the walls, ravines, arguments and emotions that define and widen our divides. We are building
teams pitted against each other. If we wish to live in and contribute to the larger community of
humanity, a community that enjoys the best that places like Miniwanca and Merrowvista offer, we need
to jump to the solution side. In short, I need to take that same focus on solution advice I dish regularly to
our youth as they move through our camps.

Every issue, even the most complex, has a cause side and a solution side. Why something is broken is
perhaps important to know, but not more important than the fixing of it. Who or what caused
something terrible is important, but not more important than working to bring the best cure in the face
of whatever harm has been done. I know this seems overly simple, but I do wonder if we all spent the
greater balance of our time, talent and talk on the solving and less on the naming and blaming, if we
would be happier neighbors, progressing, producing and preventing more together.

We know extremely hard complex issues have the power to divide us if we focus on cause, blame or
finding a single best solution. These same issues have the power to unite us if we combine our actions,
expect some mistakes, leave behind our malice, and are open to multiple solutions as complex problems
usually demand such. Can we, at our best, rise and contribute in big and small ways to eliminate hunger,
cure illness, preserve our environment, resource our poor, enhance education, and to end injustice? 

I hope you will read and find in this issue of the Founder Fire that we, the American Youth
Foundation, all of us; alumni, staff, community partners, parents, and participants, are rising. Together
we are producing magnificent life giving solutions to real problems in our AYF camps and in our
broader communities. I celebrate these examples of being on the solution side. Now if I/we can all be
only there, talking with not at, and acting with not against, those other people whose gifts we need as
we seek to find as many solutions as possible to the problems before us. Aren’t we all really on the same
side? Come on over, there is plenty of room for all of us on this, the solution side.

Food is something that impacts all of our lives: everyday we
make choices about what we eat, how we eat, and why we eat.  
As AYF begins its 2010 season, we are committed to bringing
intention to the decisions we make each day as an organization.  
As a part of that intention, we have focused considerable effort on
redesigning how our AYF communities interact with food: the fuel
that keeps us going through long days of rock climbing, boating,
Tribal Games, and Night’s Doings.  We call it our “Food Program”
because we believe that our time spent together at meals is as
important a part of our day, and our development as a community,
as any other activity we participate in. 

As you sit down to a meal at Miniwanca or Merrowvista this
year, see if you notice the following four principles in play:

Inspire respect and reverence for food, understanding the blessing and value of the
food that we have and the knowledge that many in our world will go to bed hungry.  You will
notice that your food will be presented with more care and respect, right down to the serving
dishes and plates that we use.

Reduce the carbon food print of our food programs, both in getting food to our
tables and disposing of waste.  You will notice more locally produced foods, from fruits and
veggies, to meats and breads.  We are also going to keep improving our composting efforts.  

Educate and empower participants
and staff toward action. There will
be more conversations at meals about what
and why we are eating; more information
posted about composting and measuring
food waste; and an intentional connection
between the development of “best self ” and
the link to how we fuel our bodies.

Develop menus that provide a
variety of healthy options for our
participants and staff. You will notice that
we have expanded “premium fuel” menu
options including fresh whole foods, whole
grains, fresh fruit and vegetables.

AYF Focuses on Sustainability: 
Investing in the Health of our Planet

Last spring, we created our first 
“green issue” of the Founder Fire.  
The issue highlighted AYF’s efforts 

to become better
stewards of our
environment;
creating bold goals
for reducing our

carbon footprint
and becoming more

intentional about how we
educate our participants regarding
their role in this effort.  One year
later, lead by the passion of Dan
Cassidy, AYF’s Director of
Sustainability, we are pleased to
update you on our progress.

Through simple acts such as
ensuring lights and computers were
turned off when not in use, reducing
our use of energy draining ice
makers and freezers, increasing use
of CFL bulbs, and shutting down
more buildings during the winter
months, we were able to decrease
our organizational footprint by
almost 12% in 2009.  At Miniwanca
alone, the carbon footprint decreased 
by 50 tons.  As we move forward,
Dan has challenged us to continue 
a 5% per year reduction.  This will
require investments in renewable
energy and smart technology,
something that AYF will do
incrementally over the next few
years.  Some notable changes are
listed at right.
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Zero Emissions 
Electric Truck:
This summer you will see a
new Miles EV electric pick-
up truck buzzing around
camp.  This plug-in vehicle
will replace a gas powered
John Deere utility vehicle.
Future plans include
installation of a solar
charging base for the new
truck and the existing
electric golf car and the
purchase of a second electric
truck for Miniwanca.

Solar Panels on the Farmhouse: A 3000 watt photovoltaic
panel array is now installed on the roof of Merrowvista’s Farmhouse
and is tied to the local electric utility.  When the sun shines on NH
this year, it will offset much of the energy used in the main offices.

Wind Turbine on the DDLC:
After a year of on-site testing to
make sure it was efficient,
Miniwanca is in the process 
of installing a rooftop wind
turbine on the DDLC that will
harness the winds that blow off
of Lake Michigan. The turbine 
is expected to provide 2000
kilowatt hours of electricity
annually.

Micro Hydro System 
at Bodge Brook:
This fall, a small hydro
electric system will be
installed at Merrowvista.  
It will be grid tied into 
the Dining Hall and 
will offset most of the
electricity consumption 
of that building.

On-site Milling of Lumber:
A portable sawmill, now located
at Merrowvista, has already been
put to good use.  Wood that 
was sustainably harvested on site
was used to build a new duplex 
cabin in Canaan Village.  Close
to 8000 board feet of pine was
sawed for lumber to be utilized
in future projects.
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AYF’s Mission: 
Pedaling It Forward

Biking is at the heart of AYF’s Four-Trails program and has
also become the vehicle for a growing number of AYF staff and
alumni to spread AYF’s mission beyond our camp boundaries.

From September through December 2009, Lauren Abrami,
Sarah Caliendo, Rica Bryan, and JeanMarie Gossard, all former
Merrowvista staff members, cycled from Salem, MA to San
Francisco in an effort to raise scholarship funds for AYF
campers.  As they pedaled, they spread the AYF spirit, speaking
to people from New Orleans, to the deserts of the southwest, and
finally up the California coast.  To date they have raised over
$9,000. You can read about their adventure or find out how to
contribute at www.avoyageofdiscovery@wordpress.com.  

This month, Narelle Couper, Kathryn Skelley-Watts, and
Carmen Peterson, all past Miniwanca Four-Trails staff, will
embark on a self-supported bicycle journey from Portland, ME
to San Francisco, CA.  Along the way, they will be raising money
to support “charity:water”, a non-profit organization focused on
bringing clean, safe drinking water to people in developing
countries.  Almost a billion people on the planet don’t have

access to clean drinking water.
Unsafe water and a lack of basic
sanitation cause 80% of all disease
and kill more people than all forms
of violence, including war.  A $20
donation can provide a person with
clean water for 20 years.  Follow
their adventure or make a

Tom Moore, Director of Miniwanca, has taken AYF’s goal 

of reducing our carbon footprint to an inspiring level.  Last year,
he created a personal goal of commuting to work by bicycle 
3000 miles, or the equivalent
of “Commuting Across
America”—he launched 
a twitter account
(@commuteacrossamerica) 
to encourage others to create
their own commuting goals.
After riding through rain,
freezing temps, and high
winds, Tom completed his
goal and has chosen to
commute across Australia,
his homeland, this year.

In fact those
numbers just might make you shudder—highest unemployment 
in the state of Michigan, health ratings that fall towards the
bottom of the list and people struggling in a multitude of ways.
But when your eyes rise up from the numbers on the page, you

look around and see the amazing countryside, orchards bursting
into bloom and recreational assets envied around the state. At the

Community Foundation we also see
community partners addressing needs

that are precisely linked up with their own assets. AYF is one
of those community partners, who put a toe in the water a
few years back and has continued to develop and expand
their community role. 

Communities are profoundly aware that their future
success also relies on today’s youth. Developing our youth’s
leadership capabilities and opening their eyes to the wider
world around them through education and experiences truly
has no down-side. But it takes the right partners. AYF came
to the Foundation with an idea to start a leadership program in Shelby High School and 
our Youth Advisory Council (made up of youth leaders across all 5 of our school districts)
enthusiastically responded YES! Their only regret was that the program could be funded 
and programmed for just one school. 

AYF continued to look around the community and saw the need to develop a middle
school leadership program (which we also provided some support) and then an elementary
afterschool program. These activities all culminated together into the 21st Century Grant
award—a significant federal grant that is supporting a unique partnership between AYF and 
the Shelby school district to deliver a full-scale afterschool program from K-12th grades.
Now we have some major traction! It is moments like this when we realize that our relatively
small initial program investments can provide significant returns unforeseen at the time.

(Board of Directors, 1970 -
2010) As a long standing
member of the AYF Board
of Directors, Jeff was
constant in his commitment
to our programs and his
encouragement of our staff.
Jeff was born June 15, 1924
in St. Louis and died in his

hometown April 25, 2010. He was married the
love of his life, Dorothy Danforth Miller, for
more than 60 years. He was the loving father of
three and an amusing and entertaining
grandfather of ten. Jeff attended high school in
Palm Springs, California and St. Louis and
attended Purdue University. He proudly served in
the Merchant Marine in World War Two, seeing
extensive duty in the South Pacific. He was a
banker for the old First National Bank in St.
Louis for 35 years and was a successful retailer
until the time of his death. Jeff faithfully served
and headed more charitable boards of directors
than he could reasonably recall including serving
on the American Youth Foundation board for
forty years. Jeff was fascinated by all things natural
and he and Dotty traveled frequently to the
wildest parts of the world. He flew gliders for 
fun, was a serious bee keeper, a committed fly
fisherman and he knew more about duck hunting

than anyone. Jeff was perhaps the original Type-A
personality and was a great friend to many.
